2.99 per 1,000 people led for personal bankruptcy in 2006, a 21% decrease since 2000.

17.6% of students changed schools during the 2006-07 school year.

929 households with children receive assistance through the WIC nutrition program in a
typical month.

51.5% of public school children are eligible to receive free/reduced price lunches during
the school year. On average, 1,187 children eat free/reduced price lunches during the
school year, while only 140 children receive free lunches during the summer.

122 children are victims of child abuse/neglect (20.7 per 1,000 children).
41% of victims of abuse/neglect are under age 6.
140 children in the county have been in foster care at least once during the past year.

51.8% of eighth graders have not had a medical check-up or physical exam in the
previous year.
